The SPEAKER: The Chair recognizes the Representative
from South Portland, Representative Reckitt.

Representative RECKITT: Madam Speaker, | rise today
as the lead sponsor of LD 1435. | have served now for nearly
seven years as one of the Representatives from South Portland.
You, Madam Speaker, and others in this Chamber may have
typecast me as one of the vocal advocates for women in this
Chamber. | am proud to be so viewed. | have spent my life in
the cause of women's rights, especially working to assist women
whose lives have been damaged or destroyed by violence.
Often at such moments, | would tell you stories from my life.
Today, | will spare you that and instead try to help you
understand why | care so much about the bill before you. | have
heard the voices of women all over this country, from friends
who were forced by their life circumstances to live as what was
then called a prostitute. Indeed, of my first cousin who did the
same and who shares my first name. The voices of women who
entrusted me with their stories and with their pain.

Today, | bring this bill to you because it could be the first
step in transforming lives of those trafficked, trapped or in the
depths of despair. This bill acknowledges that the last thing
trafficked and prostituted women need is a criminal record as
they work to restart their lives and, for many of them, to reframe
that life and to protect their children. | believe that people should
not be criminalized for crimes that are happening to them. This
bill seeks to discontinue the practice authorized in Maine,
although practiced infrequently these days, | understand, of
arresting those who sell their bodies for sex, the vast majority of
the time because life has given them very few choices and even
less support for their lives and the lives of their children.

This bill will not alone solve all of their problems, but
coupled with its acknowledgment that what has been called for
centuries prostitution is driven by the demand presented by
those who choose to buy another human being's body. This bill
maintains the existing crime in Maine of buying sex. This bill
represents a demand reduction strategy, proven successful in
several European countries, most recently in a report from
France, seven years after their adoption of a similar plan. We in
Maine can help lead the movement to end the buying of our
fellow citizens, predominantly females. Why should we join our
sisters and brothers in Hawaii to lead the movement in the
United States to do so? More than 30 years ago, feminist writer
Kathleen Barry wrote in her groundbreaking book Female
Sexual Slavery; we must end this system of inherent exploitation
because in addition to the physical harm and degradation of
individual women, the continued buying of sex leads,
inadvertently or deliberately, to the devaluing of all women in our
society, not just the prostituted persons.

There are two other aspects of LD 1435 that | want to
explain to you. The first are the shifts in language throughout.
This amended language is crucial to both the Legislature's and
society's understanding of this initiative and others like it. The
changes are from prostitute to prostituted person and the use of
the term commercial sexual exploitation. The use of the words
commercial sexual exploitation clarifies that using children or
those with significant mental disability in this way is buying
another human being for your personal pleasure. These shifts
in terminology reflect my belief that exchanging anything of
pecuniary value, be it money, drugs, a place to live, safety for
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your children for the sexual use of another's body is
unacceptable. Society must develop and support better options
for those who are exploited in these ways.

| often struggle to understand why we cannot instead work
as hard and effectively as we can to make it possible for those
who are bought to find another path to survival. | have all my
adult life been concerned about the welfare and rights of women.
In the mid-1980s, | held seven hearings on the impact of violent
pornography across the breadth of the United States, from New
York to California. | was personally devastated by what | saw
and heard. | felt defiled by images that | have never been able
to erase from my memory. And | talked before that, then, and
subsequently to women currently and formerly engaged in
prostitution. But the avenue through which | could help change
their realities did not become clear to me until five years ago. A
young patrol officer from Portland came to me at that time. He
had been on patrol in part on the track for some time. He felt he
had no way to impact the practice of selling and buying sex on
the street. He was frustrated. So, he began to research
practices to that end around the world. At that juncture, he came
to me with what he had found and what at that time was termed
the Nordic model for dealing with the problem of prostituted
persons because it was first advanced in the Scandinavian
countries of Europe. It was and is a demand reduction strategy,
now more commonly known as partial decriminalization of
prostitution. Within the first two years of adopting this equality
model, as it is also termed, Sweden had a 50% decrease in
street prostitution and a significant decline in the number of men
purchasing sex. Other countries; Norway, Iceland, France,
Canada, Ireland and others; have followed suit with similar
results. Recent results from France have been equally as
dramatic. Nearly a thousand persons have successfully exited
the life and 87.5% of them have found stable employment.
Criminal investigations related to pimping and trafficking have
increased by 54%. Society there has become aware of the
extent of child and youth prostitution.

| ask you today to help lead the several states in the United
States to do to the same end. Hawaii did so two years ago.
Similar bills are now under consideration in at least New York
and Massachusetts. | ask you to keep the existing penalty now
in our laws for buying and continue to stop arresting those who
feel compelled to sell and recognize in Statute that the sexual
exploitation of children and people with a mental disability is an
even more egregious act. Today, you have a part of what |
believe, truly, is the first step in transforming lives of those
trafficked, trapped or in the depths of despair. This bill
acknowledges that the very last thing trafficked and prostituted
women need is a criminal record as they work to restart their
lives and, for many of them, to reframe that life and protect their
children. And | hope you believe, as | do, that people should not
be criminalized for crimes that are happening to them. | ask you
to vote in favor of LD 1435, "An Act to Reduce Sexual
Exploitation." Thank you very much, Madam Speaker.

The SPEAKER: The Chair recognizes the Representative
from Skowhegan, Representative Poirier.

Representative POIRIER: Thank you, Madam Speaker. |
would support this bill if it was truly about sex trafficking. LD
1435 legalizes prostitution without regard for circumstance, that
is whether a person is a willing participant or not. You've heard
that the bill keeps existing laws for buyers of sex. But by
legalizing prostitution, this bill ties the hands of law enforcement
and investigators will no longer have the tools that they use to
prosecute even patrons. So, we need to be very careful in what
we're doing here because | think we're going to find if this bill
does pass there are going to be negative consequences;
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unforeseen consequences to our actions. So, | ask you to join
me and oppose the pending motion. Thank you.

| respect Representative Reckitt. I've worked with her in
Criminal Justice and | understand her passion of this bill and |
think you heard that. This doesn’t take care of the sex trafficking
piece; it just makes women exploited and increases mob
violence. | think that if you look at the newspapers, very rarely
you see any lady or women that have been charged for
prostitution. | haven’'t seen one for quite a few years. But with
the law that we have, it is a tool to help them get out of the
situations that they've been in. And so, we'll be taking away that
tool that we've been able to use to help.

A lot of times, people look at law enforcement as the
enemy. But we are hired by the public and we are there to help
and that's what we're there for. If you look at similar areas that
this bill that you're trying to pass has been passed; in Ohio,
California; crime increased in Ohio 800%. 800%. Is that what
we want? | don't think so. We just witnessed a crime right out
here, when many of us went out for the memorial service for law
enforcement and we got graffiti on it now. I've never heard of
that being done around here in Maine to that extent. This is
what's coming. If we continue to weaken our laws, we're going
to get worse and worse and worse. And this is a form of it. You
know, | grew up in a time when | can remember a song called
"It Takes Two" by the Osmonds. And it does. You can't just say
one and then not the other is going to be held accountable. We
have to look at what we're doing here. | thought we had it right.
But | will say that this bill could be formed a little bit better and |
think if we had taken the time, we could've made it a little better,
kind of like what we did with domestic violence. Domestic
violence is a very serious offense but you know as well as | do
that in a relationship, it could be one or the other. And the same
thing with this. So, why not make it very similar to what we have
now currently with domestic violence and have it go to the DA's
office; the DA's office has this team, a sex violence team, that
actually is through the Attorney General's Office and through the
DA's office and they actually get helped. This is an avenue that
can happen, the same thing with the sex trafficking.

So, | think that would be the better result than totally doing
away with it. So, | think if we vote no on this today, we can work
at getting something better and we can also have that tool still
there to help somebody in really a bad situation. | don't want to
see someone that really needs the help and not be able to get
it. And right now with this bill, the way it's set up, not one bit of
help can go to that person from law enforcement and we're
taking that away. And I'll tell you that | can tell you parents have
come to me and begged me to help their daughter and we got
rid of that drug trafficking crime just a few years ago and we can't
and guess what, sex trafficking is on the increase. Where did
that help? | thank you, Madam Speaker, because | think that
this is a time when we really should take the time and think this
out before we start just getting rid of things in law enforcement
instead of really thinking how we can make it help it better. And
I'm all for that. Thank you.

WHEREAS, it appears to the House of Representatives of
the 131st Legislature that the following are important questions
of law and that this is a solemn occasion; and

WHEREAS, the Constitution of Maine, Article VI, Section
3 provides for the Justices of the Supreme Judicial Court to
render their opinion on such questions; and

WHEREAS, the First Amendment of the United States
Constitution guarantees that Congress shall make no law
abridging the freedom of speech or the right to petition the
Government for a redress of grievances; and

WHEREAS, the Constitution of Maine, Article |, Section 4
similarly provides that every citizen may freely speak, write and
publish sentiments on any subject, being responsible for the
abuse of this liberty; and

WHEREAS, the act of lobbying an elected official has been
recognized by the United States Supreme Court as an act of free
speech and petitioning of the Government, and thus protected
by the First Amendment, Buckley v. Valeo, 424 U.S. 1, 48
(1976); and

WHEREAS, the United States Supreme Court has ruled
that the protected nature of this activity is not altered by the fact
that the speech is on behalf of others for a fee, Riley v. National
Federation of the Blind of North Carolina, 487 U.S. 781, 801
(1988); and
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WHEREAS, the United States Supreme Court has ruled
that without specific justification, the United States Constitution
does not tolerate the loss of First Amendment freedoms, even
for minimal periods of time, National Treasury Employees Union
v. United States, 927 F.2d 1253, 1254 (D.C. Cir. 1991) (quoting
Elrod v. Burns, 427 U.S. 347, 373 (1976)); and

WHEREAS, there is a question within the House of
Representatives with respect to Legislative Document 1357
regarding the prohibition of compensated lobbying for one year
after employment by former executive branch employees and
officers who are citizens of Maine; now, therefore, be it

ORDERED, that, in accordance with the provisions of the
Constitution of Maine, the House of Representatives respectfully
requests the Justices of the Supreme Judicial Court to give the
House of Representatives their opinion on the following
questions of law:

Question 1. Is compensated lobbying of elected officials by
Maine citizens considered protected free speech under the
Constitution of Maine, Article |, Section 4, similar to the First
Amendment of the United States Constitution?

Question 2. If the answer to Question 1 is in the affirmative,
is the restriction of certain citizens of Maine from compensated
lobbying of elected officials for any period of time a violation of
their right to free speech under the Constitution of Maine, Article
|, Section 47?

Question 3: If the answer to Question 1 is in the affirmative,
is the restriction of certain citizens of Maine from compensating
those who are restricted from lobbying elected officials for any
period of time a violation of their right to free speech under the
Constitution of Maine, Article |, Section 4?
