Fiscal Detail and Notes

Fiscal Note

This bill establishes the Recovery Community Centers Fund within the Department of Health and Human Services, 
Office of Behavioral Health to fund recovery community center. It dedicates 12% of adult use cannabis sales and 
excise tax revenues remaining after the transfer to the Adult Use Cannabis Public Health and Safety and Municipal 
Opt-in Fund to the new fund beginning January 2024. It will reduce General Fund revenue by $2,233,385 in fiscal 
year 2023-24 and $5,757,990 in fiscal year 2024-25.

The bill includes Other Special Revenue Funds allocations to the Department of Health and Human Services of 
$2,233,385 in fiscal year 2023-24 and $5,757,990 in fiscal year 2024-25 to allow expenditure of the new revenue for 
recovery community centers.
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
