MRS Title 14, §1210. PAYMENT OF TAXES AS DISQUALIFICATION

§1210. Payment of taxes as disqualification

In prosecutions for recovery of money or other forfeiture, it is not a cause of challenge to a juror
that he is liable to pay taxes in a county, town or plantation which may be benefited by the recovery.
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
