Report on use of emergency rule-making authority. The Department of Marine Resources shall, no later than December 1, 2027, submit a report to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over marine resources matters regarding any uses of the emergency rule-making authority established in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 12, section 6171, subsection 6. The report must include any findings and recommendations derived from the department's experience in using that authority. The joint standing committee may report out a bill based on the report to the Second Regular Session of the 133rd Legislature.

The bill also requires the Department of Marine Resources to submit a report to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over marine resources matters no later than December 1, 2027 that includes information and findings and recommendations related to any uses of the emergency rule-making authority authorized by this legislation.
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
