Model policies and guidance for public schools, state postsecondary educational institutions, health care facilities, child care facilities, family child care providers and public libraries. By January 1, 2027, the Attorney General shall publish model policies and guidance for public schools and state postsecondary educational institutions, health care facilities, child care facilities, family child care providers and public libraries related to limiting voluntary assistance with immigration enforcement activity at public schools and state postsecondary educational institutions pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 20-A, section 14; health care facilities pursuant to Title 22, section 1730-B; child care facilities and family child care providers pursuant to Title 22, section 8309; and public libraries pursuant to Title 27, section 109-A to the fullest extent possible consistent with federal and state law and ensuring that public schools, state postsecondary educational institutions, health care facilities, child care facilities, family child care providers and public libraries remain safe and accessible to all state residents regardless of immigration status. Public schools, state postsecondary educational institutions, health care facilities, child care facilities, family child care providers and public libraries shall adopt the published policies and guidance or establish equivalent policies and guidance within 6 months of the Attorney General's publishing of the model policies and guidance.
