Composition.  The panel consists of health care and social service providers, public health officials, persons with experience working with veterans and military service-connected individuals, persons who provide services to youth, law enforcement officers and first responders and other persons with professional expertise or lived experience related to suicide.  The director shall appoint the members of the panel, who serve at the pleasure of the director.  Individuals with unique expertise may be invited as guests by the panel coordinator to support case reviews as necessary. Any guests of the panel are subject to the same confidentiality requirements as panel members pursuant to subsection 9.

The panel shall meet at least 4 times each year and sufficiently frequently to carry out its duties and to guarantee the timely and comprehensive reviews of all deaths as required in this section. The director or the director's designee shall call the first meeting. The panel shall elect a chair from among its members annually.

The panel is charged with reviewing records of cases of confirmed or suspected deaths by suicide and deaths recorded as undetermined in which suicide cannot be ruled out to identify strengths and weaknesses of the system of care and to recommend to the Commissioner of Health and Human Services ways to decrease the rate of deaths by suicide and improve the system for preventing death by suicide, including modifications to law, rules, training, policies and procedures. A report is required to be submitted by January 2nd of each year to the Governor, commissioner and the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters.
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
