All funds collected as a result of the assessment imposed pursuant to this section must be transferred to the Victims' Compensation Fund under section 3360-H.  Notwithstanding any provision of chapter 316-A to the contrary, funds transferred to the Victims' Compensation Fund must be used to meet the needs of victims and survivors of the crimes described in this section.  The court may waive all or part of the assessment under this section based on the convicted person's ability to pay.  For purposes of collection and collection procedures, the assessment imposed pursuant to this section is considered part of the fine.  At the time of commitment, the court shall inform the Department of Corrections or the county sheriff of any unpaid balances on assessments owed by the convicted person to the Victims' Compensation Fund.

Money from assessments is deposited in the Victims' Compensation Fund and must be used to meet the needs of victims and survivors of these crimes.
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
