Resolved: That all appointments must be made no later than 30 days following the effective date of this resolve.  The appointing authorities shall notify the Executive Director of the Legislative Council once all appointments have been completed.  After appointment of all members, the chairs shall call and convene the first meeting of the commission.  If 30 days or more after the effective date of this resolve a majority of but not all appointments have been made, the chairs may request authority and the Legislative Council may grant authority for the commission to meet and conduct its business.

Resolved: That the commission shall review the State's motor vehicle inspection program under the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 29-A, chapter 15, subchapter 1 in order to provide recommendations regarding: whether the program should continue; if the program should continue, how frequently motor vehicles should be required to be inspected and whether the fee structure for the program should be changed; and any other issues related to the program that may arise during the commission's review of the program.  The commission shall consider, at a minimum, the following topics:
