	Further amend the resolution in that part designated "Section 24." in subsection 3 in the last 2 lines (page 1, lines 22 and 23 in L.D.) by striking out the following:  "a tax or license fee or increase the rate of taxes or license fees" and inserting in its place the following:  'a tax or increase the rate of taxes'

	Further amend the resolution in that part designated "Section 24." in subsection 4 in the 2nd line (page 1, line 26 in L.D.) by striking out the following:  "or license fee"





	Further amend the resolution in the 2nd resolved paragraph in the question in the 3rd line (page 1, line 44 in L.D.) by striking out the following:  "or license fees"





	Further amend the resolution by inserting at the end before the summary the following:








'FISCAL NOTE





	The estimated cost of sending this constitutional amendment out to referendum will vary according to the total number of referenda enacted during the First Regular Session of the 119th Legislature to be submitted to the voters in November.  The estimated cost to the Secretary of State if one to 6 referenda are enacted is $95,000.  Each additional referendum costs an additional $7,000.'
