A law enforcement officer, as defined in Title 29-A, section 101, subsection 30, who is not an attorney but who is representing the State in the prosecution of a traffic infraction, as defined in Title 29-A, section 101, subsection 85, when that representation has been approved by the prosecuting attorney and the District Court Judge presiding at trial.








SUMMARY





	This bill allows police officers to prosecute their own traffic infraction cases in District Court without it being considered an unauthorized practice of law.
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
