	The sales tax on certain docking fees will increase sales tax collections by $32,973 in fiscal year 1999-00 and $226,798 in fiscal year 2000-01.  The increase of these tax collections will increase the amounts transferred to the Local Government Fund for state-municipal revenue sharing in those years by $1,682 and $11,567, respectively.  The resulting net increase of General Fund revenue will be $31,291 in fiscal year 1999-00 and $215,231 in fiscal year 2000-01.





	The Bureau of Revenue Services will incur some minor additional costs to implement this sales tax change.  These costs can be absorbed within the bureau's existing budgeted resources.'
