SUMMARY





	This amendment amends the comparative negligence question for the panel by requiring a finding of professional negligence before the panel considers whether the patient was also negligent.  This amendment deletes sections 4 and 5 of the committee amendment, thus deleting the changes to the standard of proof.  It adds language to retain the admissibility of all unanimous panel findings.  It also deletes section 7 of the committee amendment, thus keeping in law the current provisions concerning the parties' actions after a unanimous panel finding.
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
