	This bill includes General Fund appropriations of $1,228,500 in each of fiscal years 1999-00 and 2000-01 for the Department of Labor to establish the Peer Support Program for Displaced Workers. The appropriated amounts represent the minimum amounts required to implement the program.  The department is required to hire peer support workers to assist employees when layoffs of 100 or more employees occur and in some cases when 50 or more employees are laid off.  Based on employee layoff statistics from 1998, the cost of this program is estimated to range from $1,228,500 to $1,567,800 annually, depending on the number of instances when the department determines it necessary to serve employees when less than 100 layoffs occur.'
