SUMMARY





	This amendment is the minority report.  The amendment eliminates several appropriations that were included in the original bill.  It continues to appropriate funds for the Maine Extension Partnership and clarifies that those funds are ongoing. It also continues funding for the Francophone Office on a one-time basis.  Finally, the amendment adds a fiscal note to the bill.
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
