FISCAL NOTE





	This amendment will decrease the General Fund cost of the bill by $162,725 in fiscal year 2000-01 and $144,125 and $150,925 in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03, respectively.





	As amended, this bill includes a General Fund appropriation of $33,250 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Department of Conservation to pay for certain law enforcement training and protective equipment costs.  The estimated future costs are $31,550 and $24,750 in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03, respectively.





SUMMARY





	This amendment requires that new hires made after July 1, 2000 to the position of forest ranger or State Supervisor, Division of Forest Protection receive the same training and certification as full-time law enforcement officers.  The amendment removes the provisions relating to training of current

employees and requires body armor and any other personal protective equipment considered appropriate by the Commissioner of Conservation to be issued to forest rangers and the state supervisor.
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
