An elementary school in a member municipality of a school administrative  district may not be closed pursuant to section 4102, subsection 3 unless the voters in the member town vote on the following article in accordance with the procedure set forth in sections 1351 to 1354.

5.  Closing elementary school.  If a community school district includes elementary grades, the closing of an elementary school in a member municipality shall pursuant to section 4102, subsection 3 must follow the procedures established in section 1407 for closing an elementary school in a member municipal​ity in a school administrative district.

Sec. 3.  20‑A MRSA §4102, sub-§1, as en​acted by PL 1983, c. 422, §17, is amended to read:

1.  Replaced by new building.  The school building has been replaced by other school buildings as part of a school construction project which that has been approved by the State Board of Education state board or the commissioner in accordance with chapter 609.
