An Act to Prevent Conflicts of Interest
Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:
Sec. 1.  5 MRSA §18, sub-§1, ¶E is enacted to read:

E.  "Participates in the legislative process" means to provide any information concerning pending legislation to a legislative committee, subcom​mittee or study or working group, whether orally or in writing.
Sec. 2.  5 MRSA §18, sub-§2‑A is enacted to read:

2‑A.  Participation in legislative process.  An executive employee commits a civil violation if the employee participates in the legislative process in the employee's official capacity concerning any legislation in which any person described in subsection 2, paragraphs A to E has any direct and substantial financial interest unless the employee discloses that interest at the time of the employee's participation.
Sec. 3.  5 MRSA §18, sub-§8 is enacted to read:

8.  Disclosure of conflict of interest.  An ex​ecutive employee shall disclose immediately to that employee's direct supervisor any conflict of interest within the meaning of this section.
