	Amend the bill by inserting at the end before the summary the following:








'FISCAL NOTE





	The requirement that confiscated handguns must be destroyed could result in increased costs to the Bureau of State Police within the Department of Public Safety.  The bureau would be unable to continue the current practice of using confiscated handguns as upgrades to existing firearms used by the State Police, thereby increasing the costs of firearm procurement to the General Fund and to the Highway Fund.  The amounts can not be determined at this time.





	The requirement that all confiscated handguns be destroyed by the State will result in insignificant reductions of General Fund revenue from the sale of confiscated handguns through public auctions.





	The Bureau of State Police will incur some minor additional costs to destroy confiscated handguns.  These costs can be absorbed within the bureau's existing budgeted resources.'
