	Amend the bill by striking out everything after the title and before the summary and inserting in its place the following:

	5.  Limitation on ordinance power. A municipal ordinance or bylaw enacted by citizen initiative or referendum may not contain a retroactive clause that invalidates, repeals, revokes, modifies or has the effect of invalidating, repealing, revoking or modifying any building permit, zoning permit, land use approval, subdivision approval, site plan approval, rezoning, certification, variance or other action having the effect of permitting development if that permit or approval was issued or that action was taken prior to the enactment of that ordinance or bylaw.'











SUMMARY





	This amendment is the majority report of the Joint Standing Committee on State and Local Government.  It strikes the text of the bill, including the emergency preamble and emergency clause.

The amendment also prohibits a municipal ordinance or bylaw enacted by citizen initiative or referendum from containing a retroactive clause that would invalidate, repeal, revoke or modify, or have the effect of invalidating, repealing, revoking or modifying, any action having the effect of permitting development if that permit or approval was issued prior to the enactment of the ordinance or bylaw.
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
