administrator shall transfer $1,500,000 to the General Fund.





	Sec. 3.  State Controller; post-closing.  The State Controller is authorized to keep open the official system of general accounts of State Government for fiscal year 2000-01 in order to make post-closing entries and adjustments to carry out the provisions of this Act.





	Sec. 4.  Retroactivity.  That section of this Act that requires the administrator of the Abandoned Property Fund to transfer funds from the Abandoned Property Fund to the General Fund applies retroactively to June 1, 2001.'





FISCAL NOTE





	This amendment replaces the bill.  As amended, this bill has no net General Fund impact.  A General Fund appropriation of $1,500,000 in fiscal year 2001-02 is offset by additional General Fund revenue of $1,500,000 in fiscal year 2001-02.
