FISCAL NOTE





	This amendment removes the General Fund appropriation for the Committee to Study Reimbursement Rates for Maine's Bottle Redemption Businesses and Other Issues Related to the Handling and Collection of Returnable Containers.  It also limits the meetings to 4 and changes the reporting date to November 6, 2002.  The revised General Fund costs for the legislative members of the committee are estimated to be $1,260 in fiscal year 2002-03.  These costs can be absorbed within the Legislature's existing budgeted resources utilizing available balance forward from fiscal year 2001-02.
