Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

SUMMARY





	This bill is a concept draft pursuant to Joint Rule 208.





	This bill proposes to require an individual or organization that brings suit against a business or agricultural entity to post a bond if the court action has the effect of delaying or interrupting the business or agricultural activity, including plans to expand.  This requirement would apply only if the business or agricultural entity had obtained the proper permits, was in compliance with local ordinances and state laws and was operating in a "best management practices" manner.  If the business or agricultural entity prevailed in court, the bond would be used to provide restitution for legal fees, court costs and lost revenue caused by the delay.
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
