	Amend the bill by inserting after the title the following:





	'Mandate preamble.  This measure requires one or more local units of government to expand or modify activities so as to necessitate additional expenditures from local revenues but does not provide funding for at least 90% of those expenditures.  Pursuant to the Constitution of Maine, Article IX, Section 21, 2/3 of all of the members elected to each House have determined it necessary to enact this measure.'





	Further amend the bill by striking out all of section 5.








SUMMARY





	Under the bill the Board of Trustees of the Maine Criminal Justice Academy will set minimum standards for a notification policy as authorized by statute, which is consistent with the board's practice.  This amendment strikes language that requires the board of trustees to use a model sex offender notification policy developed by the Maine Chiefs of Police Association.  In setting minimum policy standards, in accordance with the Maine Revised Statues, Title 25 the Legislature strongly encourages the board to seek input from the Maine Chiefs of Police Association, sexual assault response teams and sexual assault crisis centers.
