	'Sec. 3.  29-A MRSA §2083-A is enacted to read:





§2083-A.  Protective eyewear





	An operator of a motorcycle must wear eyeglasses, goggles or a protective face shield when operating a motorcycle if the

motorcycle is not equipped with a windshield or screen that protects the operator's eyes and face when the operator is sitting erect.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment is a minority report of the Joint Standing Committee on Transportation. The amendment requires use of helmets by all operators and passengers of motorcycles, motor-driven cycles or attached side cars under 21 years of age. It also requires an operator of a motorcycle to wear protective eyewear when operating a motorcycle if the motorcycle is not equipped with a windshield or screen that protects the operator's eyes and face.
