	Amend the bill in section 1 in that part designated "§12531." in subsection 2 in the 5th and 6th lines (page 1, lines 22 and 23 in L.D.) by striking out the following: "a full-time position within a labor shortage area at the time of hire" and inserting in its place the following: 'other statewide recognized economic development entity'





	Further amend the bill in section 1 in that part designated "§12531." by striking out all of subsection 3.





	Further amend the bill in section 1 in that part designated "§12532." in subsection 2 in the first paragraph in the 2nd line (page 1, line 40 in L.D.) by inserting after the following: "authority" the following: 'in consultation with the Governor'





	Further amend the bill in section 1 in that part designated "§12532." in subsection 1 in the 5th line (page 1, line 36 in L.D.) by striking out the following: "and to work in labor shortage areas"








SUMMARY





	This amendment provides that "eligible employment position" may include a position as an employee of a technology-based

business developed within any statewide recognized economic development entity.  It deletes the provision in the bill that allows eligibility based on full-time employment within a labor shortage area.  It also requires the Finance Authority of Maine to identify the eligibility rules for the program in consultation with the Governor.
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
