The Bureau of Health shall submit a written report to the Joint Standing Committee on Judiciary by January 15, 2006 with findings and recommendations.  The Joint Standing Committee on Judiciary may report out legislation to the Second Regular Session of the 122nd Legislature in response to the report.'
