SUMMARY





	Current law allows a taxpayer, through a checkoff on the individual income tax return form, to make a donation to a qualified political party, the Maine Endangered and Nongame Wildlife Fund, the Companion Animal Sterilization Fund, the Maine Children's Trust Incorporated, the Human Leukocyte Antigen Screening Fund, the Maine Clean Election Fund or the Maine Military Family Relief Fund.

	This bill repeals, beginning with income tax year 2006, all income tax donation checkoffs except for the checkoffs for the Companion Animal Sterilization Fund and the Maine Military Family Relief Fund, which, due to their relative newness, are repealed beginning with income tax year 2007.
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
