It requires that, beginning January 1, 2027, a person install carbon monoxide detectors in the bedrooms and areas giving access to the bedrooms of any newly constructed occupancy in accordance with the Life Safety Code of the National Fire Protection Association as adopted by the Commissioner of Public Safety.
