Retired Law Enforcement K-9 Health Care Fund.  The Retired Law Enforcement K-9 Health Care Fund, referred to in this section as "the fund," is established in and administered by the Department of Public Safety.  The fund must be held separate and apart from all other money, funds and accounts.  Interest earned by the fund must be credited to the fund.  Any unexpended balances remaining in the fund at the end of any fiscal year do not lapse and must be carried forward to the next fiscal year.

An agency head may, at the agency head's sole discretion, provide additional reimbursement from the agency's appropriated budget, including, but not limited to, a designated subfund or line-item allocation.  There is no limit on the amount a law enforcement agency may reimburse from its own funds.

To be eligible, canines must have served a minimum of 5 years in active law enforcement duty or been retired prior to serving 5 years in active law enforcement duty due to medical necessity.  A law enforcement agency head may, at the agency head's sole discretion, provide additional reimbursement from the budget of that agency without limit.  The fund may also receive private donations, grants and other sources of funding.
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
