The department shall adopt rules regarding the health of staff as required to protect the health and safety of the children.  The rules must include a requirement that every 2 years each licensee, administrator or other staff member of the nursery school who provides care for children be declared free from communicable disease by a licensed physician, nurse practitioner or physician associate.  Rules adopted pursuant to this paragraph are routine technical rules as defined in Title 5, chapter 375, subchapter 2‑A.

The bill also corrects a cross-reference. 
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
