Unlicensed practice; civil violations.  A person that practices or represents to the public that the person is authorized to practice or engage in an activity that requires a license under this section and fails to obtain a license as required under this section or practices or represents to the public that the person is authorized to practice or engage in an activity that requires a license after the license required under this section has expired or has been suspended or revoked commits a civil violation punishable by a fine of not less than $1,000 but not more than $5,000 for each violation. An action under this subsection may be brought in the District Court or, in combination with an action under subsection 6, in the Superior Court.

In any action under this subsection, when a permanent injunction has been issued, the court may order the person against whom the permanent injunction is issued to pay to the General Fund the costs of the investigation of that person by the Attorney General and the costs of suit, including attorney's fees. In any action by the Attorney General brought against a person for violating the terms of an injunction issued under this subsection, the court may make the necessary orders or judgments to restore to any person that has suffered any ascertainable loss of money or personal or real property or to compel the return of compensation received by reason of such conduct found to be in violation of an injunction.

Current law provides that a person who operates or practices without a license commits a Class E crime. The bill specifies that a person must intentionally, knowingly or recklessly operate or practice without a license to commit a Class E crime. The bill also provides for a civil violation for operating or practicing without a license.  It requires rather than allows physicians and hospitals to report trauma information to the board and amends the definition of "regional council" to specify that a council is an entity rather than a business entity.
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
