It also prohibits a postsecondary institution from requiring or providing as a condition of attendance vaccination with immunizing agents that are approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration only under emergency use authorization and from requiring immunization against a disease when the only available immunizing agent is one that is approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration solely under emergency use authorization.
