3 Sec. 2.  17 MRSA §3204, as repealed and replaced by PL 2003, c. 452, Pt. I, §55 
4 and affected by Pt. X, §2, is repealed.

6 This bill eliminates the prohibition on a place of business's opening on Sundays and on 
7 certain holidays. 
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
