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Sec. 1.  Rulemaking.  Resolved:  That the Department of Environmental 1 

Protection shall amend its rules in Chapter 410, Section 1, Paragraph B, Subparagraph (4) 2 

to increase the maximum cubic yards of Type IB and Type IC residuals that a farm may 3 

compost in any 30-day period from 30 to 100 cubic yards.  Rules adopted pursuant to this 4 

section are routine technical rules as defined in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 5, 5 

chapter 375, subchapter 2-A. 6 

SUMMARY 7 

This resolve requires the Department of Environmental Protection to amend its rules 8 

to increase the maximum cubic yards of Type IB and Type IC residuals that a farm may 9 

compost in any 30-day period from 30 to 100 cubic yards.
