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Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

following penalties apply to violations of this paragraph.

(1) A person who violates this paragraph commits a civil violation for which a
fine of not more than $500 may be adjudged.

(2) A person who violates this paragraph after having previously violated this
paragraph within the previous 4-year period commits a civil violation for which a
fine of not more than $1,000 may be adjudged.

Sec. 3. 22 MRSA 81471-Q, as amended by PL 1985, c. 54, 81, is repealed.

SUMMARY

This bill repeals the deposit requirements for containers of limited and restricted use
pesticides.
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
