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1 Sec. 1.  American Legion plaque on capitol grounds.  Resolved:  That the 
2 Department of the Secretary of State, referred to in this resolve as "the department," shall 
3 work with the American Legion Department of Maine to secure a plaque for display on 
4 the immediate grounds of the State House, as described in the Maine Revised Statutes, 
5 Title 3, section 902-A, subsection 2, to honor the 100th Anniversary of the American 
6 Legion; and be it further

7 Sec. 2.  Funding assistance.  Resolved:  That the department may accept from 
8 outside sources, including the American Legion Department of Maine, donated goods, 
9 services and funding for the design and construction of the plaque; and be it further

10 Sec. 3.  Report; final authorization.  Resolved:  That, prior to the creation of 
11 the plaque, the proposed design and location of the plaque must be submitted to the 
12 Executive Director of the Legislative Council for approval by the Legislative Council.  
13 The final authorization for the placement of the plaque must be made by the Legislative 
14 Council.

15 SUMMARY

16 This resolve requires the Department of the Secretary of State to work with the 
17 American Legion Department of Maine to secure a plaque for display on the immediate 
18 grounds of the State House to honor the 100th Anniversary of the American Legion.  The 
19 department is authorized to accept from outside sources, including the American Legion 
20 Department of Maine, donated goods, services and funding for the design and 
21 construction of the plaque.  Prior to the creation of the plaque, the proposed design and 
22 location of the plaque must be submitted to the Executive Director of the Legislative 
23 Council for approval by the Legislative Council, and final authorization for the placement 
24 of the plaque must be made by the Legislative Council.
