This amendment is the majority report of the committee. The amendment strikes the 18 

provision of the bill that adds science to the content areas of English language arts, 19 

literacy and mathematics as part of the rating scale required to measure educator 20 

effectiveness as required under the performance evaluation and professional growth 21 

system.  The amendment also extends the implementation of the amended rules to the 22 

2020-2021 school year and requires that the Department of Education provisionally adopt 23 

these rules on or before December 31, 2018. 24 

The amendment also includes funding for the costs associated with including science 25 

standards that are aligned to the Next Generation Science Standards as part of the 26 

learning results. 27
