Amend the bill by striking out everything after the title and inserting the following:

'Sec. 1. Department of Environmental Protection to study establishment
of minimum recycled plastic content requirements for single-use plastic
beverage containers. Resolved: That the Department of Environmental Protection,
referred to in this resolve as "the department," shall study the establishment of minimum
recycled plastic content requirements for single-use plastic beverage containers and
develop findings and recommendations regarding such requirements, including any
proposed legislation.

Sec. 2. Reporting date established. Resolved: That the department shall report
the findings and recommendations of the department's study under section 1, including
any proposed legislation, to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having
jurisdiction over environment and natural resources matters by January 15, 2021. The
joint standing committee may report out legislation relating to that report to the First
Regular Session of the 130th Legislature.

Sec. 3. Appropriations and allocations. Resolved: That the following
appropriations and allocations are made.
