Sec. A-1.  22 MRSA §3174-G, sub-§1, ¶F, as amended by PL 2011, c. 380, Pt. 14 

KK, §2, is further amended to read: 15 

F.  A person 20 to 64 years of age who is not otherwise covered under paragraphs A 16 

to E when the person's family income is below or equal to 125% of the nonfarm 17 

income official poverty line, provided that the commissioner shall adjust the 18 

maximum eligibility level in accordance with the requirements of the paragraph. 19 

(2)  If the commissioner reasonably anticipates the cost of the program to exceed 20 

the budget of the population described in this paragraph, the commissioner shall 21 

lower the maximum eligibility level to the extent necessary to provide coverage 22 

to as many persons as possible within the program budget. 23 

(3)  The commissioner shall give at least 30 days' notice of the proposed change 24 

in maximum eligibility level to the joint standing committee of the Legislature 25 

having jurisdiction over appropriations and financial affairs and the joint standing 26 

committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services 27 

matters; and 28

Sec. A-3.  22 MRSA §3174-G, sub-§1, ¶¶H and I are enacted to read: 2 

H.  Beginning July 1, 2014, a person 21 to 64 years of age who is not otherwise 3 

eligible for medical assistance under this section, who qualifies for medical assistance 4 

pursuant to 42 United States Code, Section 1396a(a)(10)(A)(i)(VIII) and whose 5 

income is equal to or below 133% of the nonfarm income official poverty line plus 6 

5% for the applicable family size as required by federal law. A person eligible for 7 

medical assistance under this paragraph must receive the same coverage as is 8

Sec. B-1.  Research organization evaluation.  The Office of Fiscal and 31 

Program Review shall contract with a nonpartisan research organization, referred to in 32 

this section as "the research organization," to study the impact of the MaineCare 33 

expansion authorized in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 3174-G, subsection 34 

1, paragraphs H and I on programs and services under this Part that do not currently 35 

receive Federal Medical Assistance Percentage matching funds or do not qualify for 36 

enhanced Federal Medical Assistance Percentage matching funds under the federal 37 

Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, 42 United States Code, Section 18001, et 38 

seq., with the goal of identifying and maximizing General Fund savings.  The 39 

Commissioner of Health and Human Services, the Commissioner of Corrections and the 40 

Executive Director of the State Board of Corrections shall provide to the research 41 
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organization information and assistance requested for preparation of the evaluation.  In 1 

evaluating the programs and services under this Part, the research organization shall at a 2 

minimum evaluate the impact on the following programs and services: the state-funded 3 

Mental Health Services - Community, Office of Substance Abuse and General Assistance 4 

- Reimbursement to Cities and Towns programs; the elderly low-cost drug program under 5 

Title 22, section 254-D; services provided for individuals 21 to 64 years of age who are 6 

currently eligible for MaineCare under the medically needy program; services provided 7 

under the State's demonstration project waiver under Section 1115 of the United States 8 

Social Security Act, 42 United States Code, Section 301, et seq., for individuals with 9 

HIV/AIDS; services provided for parents participating in family reunification activities; 10 

services provided for disabled individuals 21 to 64 years of age with incomes below 11 

139% of the federal poverty level as defined by the federal Department of Health and 12 

Human Services and updated annually in the Federal Register under authority of 42 13 

United States Code, Section 9902(2); services provided to individuals awaiting a 14 

MaineCare disability determination who are subsequently determined disabled; services 15 

provided to individuals who would have been considered eligible on the basis of a 16 

disability but for whom the full determination process was not completed; and medical 17 

services provided to persons in the care and custody of the Department of Corrections or 18 

a county correctional facility.  The research organization also shall examine the amount 19 

of payment for services that hospitals received during fiscal years 2014-15 and 2015-16 20 

as a result of the expansion of MaineCare eligibility pursuant to Title 22, section 3174-G, 21 

subsection 1, paragraphs H and I.  In addition, the research organization shall evaluate 22 

any savings and the impact on health outcomes achieved through initiatives implemented 23 

pursuant to the state innovation models initiative grant. 24 

The research organization shall report twice, no later than February 15, 2015 and 25 

February 15, 2016, respectively, to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having 26 

jurisdiction over appropriations and financial affairs, the joint standing committee of the 27 

Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters and the joint 28 

standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over criminal justice and public 29 

safety matters on the amount of General Fund savings resulting from the MaineCare 30 

expansion authorized in Title 22, section 3174-G, subsection 1, paragraphs H and I and 31 

by the research organization pursuant to this section.  The reports must include the 32 

amount of savings expected and realized during fiscal years 2014-15 and 2015-16 by 33 

service area or program, the amount deposited in the MaineCare Stabilization Fund 34 

pursuant to section 3 of this Part and the amount of savings projected to be achieved 35 

through fiscal year 2020-21 by service area or program. 36 

Sec. B-2.  Health insurance marketplace report.  The Office of Fiscal and 37 

Program Review shall contract with a nonpartisan research organization to examine the 38 

financial feasibility of providing health care coverage to newly eligible MaineCare 39 

members through a health insurance marketplace in a manner similar to that of Medicaid 40 

expansion coverage in Arkansas or Iowa and the feasibility of establishing a state basic 41 

health program similar to Washington's basic health plan.  The Office of Fiscal and 42 

Program Review shall report by February 15, 2015 to the joint standing committee of the 43 

Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters regarding the 44 

feasibility of providing health care coverage to newly eligible MaineCare members 45 

through a health insurance marketplace in a manner similar to that of Medicaid expansion 46 
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coverage in Arkansas or Iowa and the feasibility of establishing a state basic health 1 

program similar to Washington's basic health plan. 2 

Sec. B-3.  Calculation and transfer.  Notwithstanding any other provision of 3 

law, the State Budget Officer shall calculate the amount of savings identified in this Part 4 

that applies against each General Fund account statewide as a result of the expansion of 5 

MaineCare eligibility authorized in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 3174-G, 6 

subsection 1, paragraphs H and I and shall transfer the amounts up to the amounts 7 

specified in section 5 of this Part by financial order upon the approval of the Governor.  8 

These transfers are considered adjustments to appropriations in fiscal year 2014-15. The 9 

State Controller shall transfer any amounts identified under this Part greater than the 10 

amounts specified in section 5 of this Part to the MaineCare Stabilization Fund 11 

established under Title 22, section 3174-KK.  The State Budget Officer shall provide a 12 

report of the transferred amounts to the joint standing committee of the Legislature 13 

having jurisdiction over appropriations and financial affairs no later than April 30, 2015 14 

for fiscal year 2014-15 and shall submit adjustments to baseline budget requests totaling 15 

no less than $11,800,000 per year to reflect the continuation of the identified savings in 16 

the 2016-2017 biennium. 17 

Sec. B-4.  Review and responsibility.  Following receipt of the reports from the 18 

research organization as required under section 1 of this Part, the joint standing 19 

committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over health and human services matters 20 

shall review the information provided in the reports and shall determine if the net cost to 21 

the General Fund of providing coverage under the MaineCare program to individuals 22 

pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 3174-G, subsection 1, 23 

paragraphs H and I exceeds the savings to the General Fund, including any amount 24 

deposited in the MaineCare Stabilization Fund pursuant to section 3 of this Part, due to 25 

the expansion of coverage for those individuals.  Following its review of the report 26 

received on February 15, 2016 pursuant to section 2 of this Part the joint standing 27 

committee may report out a bill to the Second Regular Session of the 127th Legislature 28 

regarding determinations and conclusions of the report. 29

C.  In Public Law 2013, chapter 368, Part SS, section 1, the directive to the 20 

department to pursue waivers to use electronic technology to lessen dependence, 21 
reduce the need for overnight support and eliminate unnecessary staffing costs.   22 

3.  The department shall consider the following reforms: 23 

A.  Decreasing the cost of health care to persons with intellectual disabilities by 24 

implementing care management for long-term support service providers; 25 

B.  Increasing the number of occupants from one or 2 to 3 or 4 in small home support 26 

residential programs in all cases where it can be done without encountering 27 
behavioral impediments; 28 

C.  Expediting the filling of residential beds by ensuring that vacancies are prioritized 29 
for individuals needing residential services; 30 

D.  Substituting foster homes for hourly staff care in those situations where 31 

individuals require long-term or permanent living arrangements for daily support; and 32 

E.  Accelerating the teaching of independent living skills with a focus on populations 33 
transitioning from school to adult living. 34 

Sec. E-2.  Savings from reforms.  The savings generated by reforming the 35 

MaineCare services for adults with intellectual disabilities and autism pursuant to section 36 

1 of this Part must be used to serve those on the waiting list for services under the 37 

MaineCare Benefits Manual, Chapter 101, Chapter II, Section 21, Home and Community 38 

Benefits for Members with Intellectual Disabilities or Autistic Disorder and Section 29, 39 

Support Services for Adults with Intellectual Disabilities or Autistic Disorder.  The 40 
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department shall develop a plan with clear steps and a timeline to ensure that waiting lists 1 

for services under Sections 21 and 29 do not exceed 6 months by January 15, 2015, and 2 

shall present its plan to the Legislature by October 1, 2014.  3 

Sec. E-3.  Emergency rule-making authority.  The department is authorized to 4 

adopt emergency rules under the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 5, sections 8054 and 8073 5 

to implement the provisions of this Part over which the department has subject matter 6 

jurisdiction without having to show that immediate adoption is necessary to avoid a threat 7 

to public health, safety or general welfare. 8

Sec. F-1.  Fraud investigation.  The Department of the Attorney General shall 10 

undertake an initiative to strengthen fraud investigation in the MaineCare program.  The 11

This amendment, which is the majority report of the committee, replaces the bill.  30 

The amendment contains the following provisions. 31 

Part A expands medical coverage under the MaineCare program to adults who 32 

qualify under federal law with incomes up to 133% of the nonfarm income official 33 

poverty line, with the 5% federal income adjustment for family size, and qualifies Maine 34 

to receive federal funding for 100% of the cost of coverage for members who enroll 35 

under the expansion. Adults eligible are those 21 to 64 years of age, effective July 1, 36 

2014, and, if the expansion of MaineCare coverage is not repealed, adults 19 and 20 years 37 

of age, beginning October 1, 2019. The expansion of Medicaid eligibility contained in 38 

this Part is repealed the earlier of either December 31, 2016 or 3 circumstances occuring: 39

Part E directs the department to implement reforms specified in Public Law 2013, 43 

chapter 368, Part SS, section 4, to carry out the directives and implement the initiatives 44 

contained in Resolve 2013, chapter 24 and Public Law 2013, chapter 368, Part NN and 45 

Part SS, section 1 and to consider 5 reforms.  This Part requires that savings resulting 46 
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from accomplishing the required reforms in programs for adults with intellectual 1 

disabilities and autism be used to serve persons on the waiting lists for benefits under the 2 

MaineCare Benefits Manual, Chapter 101, Chapter II, Section 21, Home and Community 3 

Benefits for Members with Intellectual Disabilities or Autistic Disorder and Section 29, 4 

Support Services for Adults with Intellectual Disabilities or Autistic Disorder.  This Part 5 

directs the department to develop a plan with clear steps and a timeline to ensure that 6 

waiting lists for services under Sections 21 and 29 do not exceed 6 months by January 15, 7 

2015, and to present the plan to the Legislature by October 1, 2014.  This Part authorizes 8 

the department to adopt emergency rules to accomplish the duties contained in law.  9 

Part F directs the Department of the Attorney General to undertake an initiative to 10 

strengthen fraud investigation in the MaineCare program.  The Department of the 11 

Attorney General is directed to establish 2 new positions within the Health Care Crimes 12 

Unit to investigate allegations of misuse of public funds in the MaineCare program and to 13 

aid the Attorney General in the prosecution of crimes and other legal actions related to 14 

misuse of public funds. 15
