COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “      ” to S.P. 133, L.D. 350, Bill, “An Act To 9 

Expedite MaineCare Payments for School Administrative Units” 10 

Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and before the 11 

summary and inserting the following: 12 

'Sec. 1.  20-A MRSA §15689-A, sub-§22, as enacted by PL 2011, c. 655, Pt. C, 13 

§11, is amended to read: 14 

22.  MaineCare seed for school administrative units.  The commissioner may 15 

deduct from a school administrative unit's state subsidy and pay on behalf of the school 16 

administrative unit allowable school-based costs that represent the school administrative 17 

unit's portion of MaineCare payments.  A transfer of payment by the department to the 18 

Department of Health and Human Services must be made pursuant to a schedule agreed 19 

upon by the Department of Health and Human Services and the department and based on 20 

documentation of payments made from MaineCare funds in a manner that remains in 21 

compliance with federal intergovernmental transfer requirements.  No later than 90 days 22 

after the incurrence of allowable school-based payments to schools, the Department of 23 

Health and Human Services shall provide the detailed payment information to the 24 

department.  The department shall make this information available and apply the 25 

adjustment to the appropriate school administrative units within 30 days of receipt of the 26 

detailed payment information from the Department of Health and Human Services.'  27 

SUMMARY 28 

This amendment replaces the bill.  It ensures that the transfer of MaineCare seed 29 

payments for school administrative units are made pursuant to a schedule agreed upon by 30 

the Department of Health and Human Services and the Department of Education in a 31 

manner that remains in compliance with federal intergovernmental transfer requirements. 32 
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
