G.  May not deny coverage to any otherwise eligible employer, employee or 10 

dependent on the basis of health status or claims experience; and. 11 

Sec. 3.  24-A MRSA §6603, sub-§1, ¶H, as amended by PL 2001, c. 410, Pt. A, 12 

§9, is repealed. 13
