Mr. MARTIN: Mr. Speaker, La­
dies and Gentlemen of the House: 
I am not foolish enough to know 
that this is not going to be the 
same as the previous, but let me 
give you really what I think is 
logical reasoning as to why this 
ought to be. 

To some of you, you may know 
that the vast majority of the states 
now allow the governor to veto 
items in bills containing money. 
This is something that the Gover­
nor ought to have. 

It is always a game of politics, 
I suppose, when the major party 
in a legislature, or for that mat­
ter a legislature of the same party 
as the Governor decides that they 
are going to get something that 
the Governor doesn't want to give, 
and so we get involved in pork 
barrel legislation. 

The only way that we can bring 
any rhyme or reason to prevent 
the pork barrel legislation is by 
having the Governor take it out 
by item veto, and it is handled 
like any other veto is handled. 

The President of the United 
states does not have this power. 
I have been one of those who have 
advocated it over the past years, 
because I feel very strongly that 
the President ought to have that 
right, as the Governor of the state 
ought to have that right. 

Every time I take a look at these 
pork barrel bills that come out of 
Congress, especially those deal­
ing with rivers and harbors and 
the drenching and building of 
dams, it is extremely obvious that 
if you pat my back, I will pat 
yours. And of course there is no 
way the President can get to it. 

Under the Constitution of the 
state of Maine, this is pretty much 
the same story. I feel much more 
strongly about this one than I do 
about some of the others because 
I think this is one way that abuses 
can be prevented. If we as mem­
bers of the Legislature know that 
we have got someone sitting at 
the other end of the hall who may 
just say, "Look kiddoes, let's be 
realistic, and if you don't do the 
right thing, you are going to find 

an item veto on portions of the 
appropriation bill." 

And so, Mr. Speaker, I would 
hope that the House would reject 
the motion of the majority report, 
and when the vote is taken, I 
would ask that you vote no. When 
the vote is taken I request it be 
taken by the yeas and nays. 

The SPEAKER: The Chair rec­
ognizes the gentleman from Pitts­
field, Mr. Susi. 

Mr. SUSI: Mr. Speaker and 
Members of the House: I doubt 
that the majority of this Legisla­
ture wants to relinquish its rights 
under an item veto piece of legis­
lation.
